Central Committee Minutes

The monthly meeting of the Democrat-
ic Party of Lane County Central Commit-
tee, held at the Eugene Garden Club, on
Thursday evening, November 21, 2019,
was called to order at one minute past
seven pm, Mr. Wig being in the Chair and
noting a quorum and Ms. Swenson Harris
present as Secretary.

penses, with a net loss of $3,023.91.

The Campaign Services Committee re-
ported that letters are being sent to can-
didates as they file and that candidates are
encouraged to reach out to the committee
for serveices.

The Community Action Committee re-
ported that the Committee is working to
prepare for 2020 events and that those in-
terested in getting involved are encour-
aged to contact Community Action Chair
Nicole Leseney.

The Fundraising Committee reported
on income and attendance at the Roo-
sevelt Gala. Mr. Kounovsky reported that
the committee is working to plan the
Partry’s holiday party.

The Organization Committee reported
on House District organizing efforts.
House District 12 and House District 8
held house parties in October. The House
District Chairs reported on their meetings.

The Chair reported that a training for



House District Chairs will be held in Jan-
uary.
